“After close examination of the peanut butter replacement products that are currently on the market and in consultation with our legal counsel, the Eastern School District has determined that given the similarities in appearance, texture and taste we will restrict these products in our schools where a student has a peanut allergy. We recognize that these products present no risk of anaphylactic allergy, however, having these products in our schools does undermine our capacity to enforce our restriction of peanut butter.”

Therefore, the soy products are not an option in our school, as there are many children with peanut allergies. Thank you for your cooperation.
