1.  Name the aboriginal people that lived in Newfoundland and Labrador.(p24)


The Beothuk, Mi’kmaq, Innu, Inuit, Labrador Metis

2.  Name the immigrants who came to Newfoundland and Labrador.


English, Irish, Scottish, and French, and other Europeans
3.  The Aboriginal people of Newfoundland were the Beothuk.

4.  Most of the knowledge we have of the Beothuk people comes from:

· Archaeological evidence,
·  letters and journals written by settlers and explorers,
· Shawnadithit’s sketches
5.  Describe (in point form) how the Beothuk lived and traveled.

· in bands of between 30-55 people
· lived off the resources of the land and sea
· in summer, camped along coastline, used canoes to look for food along the coast
· in winter, they moved inland
· once lived around the Avalon and Bonavista peninsulas, and St. George’s Bay
· a large number moved to the interior by Red Indian lake.
6.  Describe the housing style of the Beothuk. 

· Summer mamateek: cone shaped and covered with sheets of birch bark
· Winter mamateek, like the summer but more insulated
7.  Describe some cultural practices of the Beothuk. 

· Covered their body in red ochre pigment, believed it had religious significance and life giving power

· This is why they were called “red indians” by Europeans

8.  Read the secondary source feature on page 28.  In point form, list the contributing factors that the writer, Ingeborg Marshall, believes to have led to the extinction of the Beothuk.

· As more Europeans settled and took over land and shoreline, they moved away from their best food sources
· Could not feed themselves enough, began to starve
· Many died from diseases brought by Europeans, like tuberculosis
· They had no resistance, and starvation made them weaker
· Many settlers and fishermen had conflicts with them; many Beothuk were killed and mamateeks and canoes destroyed
· Did not mix  with the Europeans, they tried to maintain their way of life but could  not.  Europeans were too powerful for them to defend their way of life and traditional places they lived.
9.  Where did the Mi’kmaq come from and where did they settle?

· From Cape Breton
· They settled on parts of the west coast, south coast, the interior, and northeast coast.
10.  Describe the seasonal lifestyle of the Mi’kmaq.
· Traditional seasonal lifestyle of fishing, hunting, gathering.
11.  How did the Mi’kmaq interact with the Europeans?
· Had lots of social and commercial contact with Europeans
· Worked with them in the fur trade
· They were guides 
· Helped Europeans explore the interior 
12.  How was this different from the Beothuk? 

· The Beothuk did not want to have contact with the Europeans and did not develop an relationship  
13.  Where do the Mi’kmaq of Newfoundland live today?
· By 1900, they had a settlement at Conne River, and is home to the Miawpukek First Nations today. 
14.  Who are the Innu of Labrador?
· they are an eastern branch of the Algonquin people, living mostly inland Labrador and Quebec
· there are two main branches, northern and southern, based on the dialect they speak
15.  Describe their lifestyle and what happened to it through the years.

· They had a migratory lifestyle, following the caribou
· They were self sufficient

· By the mid-1800’s, Europeans established fir trading posts

· Innu began trapping for them instead of maintaining traditional way of life

· Very negative results, changed their lifestyles, took away self-sufficiency, many starved
16.  Where do the Inuit of Labrador live?
· Along the coastline of Labrador, short distance inland
17.  Describe their lifestyle.
· Fished Arctic Char, hunted caribou, whales, seals, walrus, seabirds, for food and materials to make things they needed
· Travelled by dog sled, kayaks, 
· Clothing and shelter mostly made from skins and hides
· Social life revolved around family 
18.  Who were the Moravians? 

· European missionaries who settled along the Labrador coast

19.  How did contact with the Moravians affect the lives of the Inuit?

· Introduced European Christian customs to the Inuit
· Trade with Moravians increased the need for European goods
· Exposure to European diseases caused many to die
20.  What is the origin of the people who call themselves Labrador Metis?  

· European, and some Canadian men, mostly fishers and traders, married Inuit and Innu wives
· Children were mixed race, known as Metis
21.  What influences led them to develop their economic and social activities?

· Lived further south 
· Not as influenced by the Moravians
· Developed their own customs, based on both Aboriginal and European beliefs and practices
