	- both have a monarch as the person who has the final say. (S) 
-both have an appointed governor (S)
-both have a legislative and executive council. (S)
- the legislative councils in  both advise the governor.(S)
-both have an elected assembly voted in by voters.(S)
- the legislative and executive councils are both appointed by the governor. (S)
- voters were some British citizens (S)

	- In responsible gov’t, the monarch takes advice from the governor. (D)
- In representative, the governor considers only Britain’s wishes. In responsible, the governor considers the wishes of Britain and the people. (D)
- In responsible government, the legislative council no longer decides what bills become laws. (D)
- In responsible government, the executive council are chosen from the political party that received the most number of votes. In representative, they are appointed by the governor. (D)
- the legislative council passes proposes bills/laws in responsible gov’t. In representative, the governor can veto bills/laws (D)
- In responsible gov’t a premier is chosen from the party with most members elected. (D)
-In representative, the  power in the hands of Britain and the elite and in responsible the power is in the 
hands of the people as they vote in people who make the laws. (D)
-In responsible, elections held at least once every 4 years, it is not up to the governor (representative)(D)
