Economic Empowerment

Societal Empowerment

· Society involves everything people do when they live, work, and 

play together in communities.

· What is societal empowerment? 

Societal empowerment comes from all members of society being treated equally and fairly. 

· There are many different groups within society. Sometimes one group will 

have more power then another (because they are wealthier or has more political power). In order to have a fair society, it is important for people to use power wisely.

National Empowerment
· Nation is another word for country.
· There are many important decisions that nations need to be able to make 

without other nations telling them what to do. When a nation has the    
power to make it’s own decision this is national  empowerment. 
· It must also be able to make its own laws and decide what to do with its 

resources. 
· Also if there are wars  in the world, a nation must decide
whether or not they will become involved. 
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
