Although the 4 largest groups of European settlers came from England,
Scotland, Ireland, and France, there were other immigrants belonging to other ethnic groups. These people came mostly to St. John’s, which was becoming
more ethnically diverse.  
Many of these people came from Lebanon which was then a part of Syria.  Many of these Lebanese people emigrated to escape religious turmoil in their

homeland.

Like Jewish families from Eastern Europe, these families were often referred to as “pack peddlers” because they sold their wares from door to door across the island.  By 1906 about 300 Lebanese people lived in

Newfoundland.  Many became businessmen, especially in the larger centres.

Immigrants also came from China, but they were required to pay a tax of $300 when they entered Newfoundland.  Because of this, the community grew slowly.

Chinese women were not allowed to enter Newfoundland until 1950.

Facts:  The first synagogue was founded in 1909; what group of people used the synagogue? Jewish - Lebanese
The first Chinese immigrant Choy Fong opened a laundry in St. John’s in 1894.  He encouraged some male relatives to immigrate also.

SUMMARY:

· Lebanese immigrants came to Newfoundland to escape religious turmoil in their homeland
· Like Jewish families from Eastern Europe, many earned their living being a “pack peddler”, selling goods from door to door throughout Newfoundland

· Most of these immigrants came to larger towns like St. John’s

· Many became businessmen

Immigrants also came from China

· Only males allowed to come until 1950

· Chinese immigrants had to pay a tax of $300 when they entered Newfoundland

1.  What is natural increase?
When there are more births than deaths, and higher rates of immigration than emigration. 

2.  Explain “natural increase” as it relates to Newfoundland and Labrador in the 19th century. 

In the early part of the century, NL’s immigrants thought of themselves in terms of their country of origin, by mid-century this was changing although loyalties were still strong. By 1860 90% of the population living there had been born there and considered themselves Newfoundlanders and Labradorians.

3.  What was happening to the Aboriginal population as a result of the rapidly growing population?

Were increasingly excluded.
4.  What is internal migration?
Movement from place to place within an area.
5.  Explain “internal migration” as it relates to Newfoundland and Labrador in the 19th and early 20th century.
- Before 1800 people started moving from St. John’s to less-populated areas to fish. 

- By late 1800’s communities on the west coast had grown in response to the herring and lobster fisheries. 

- Fishermen and their families from Conception Bay were attracted to the South Coast of Labrador for the large quantities of cod and salmon. 

- Trapping families spread throughout central Labrador. Innu and Inuit moved around trading posts. 

- Central NL grew around the saw mill in Grand Falls. 

- In 20th century many people were attracted to towns where land based resources were being developed:


- copper mines in Tilt Cove, Betts Cove and Little Bay


- iron ore mine on Bell Island


- sawmill towns in Terra Nova, Benton, Glenwood, and Notre Dame Bay


- railway towns in Whitborne, Bishop’s Falls, and Port aux Basques
