6.  Describe the housing style of the Beothuk. 

- mamateek

- summer mamateek: cone shaped, covered with sheets of birchbark

- winter mamateek: more solidly constructed and insulated with moss
7.  Describe some cultural practices of the Beothuk. 

Red ochre – a pigment containing iron oxide that was thought to have religious significance. Believing it had life-giving power, they covered their bodies and possessions with a mixture of red ochre and oil – this gave them the name “Red Indians”
8.  Read the secondary source feature on page 28.  In point form, list the contributing factors that the writer, Ingeborg Marshall, believes to have led to the extinction of the Beothuk. (5 REASONS)

9.  Where did the Mi’kmaq come from and where did they settle?

They came from Cape Breton and settled in the Codroy Valley, St. George’s Bay, and Bonne Bay on the west coast; Burgeo and Conne River in the south coast; Badger and Glenwood in central; Gander on the NE coast and Clode Sound on the East Coast.
10.  Describe the seasonal lifestyle of the Mi’kmaq.

Seasonal lifestyle of fishing, hunting and gathering, and practised traditional customs, as they continue to do today.
11.  How did the Mi’kmaq interact with the Europeans?
Had considerable social and commercial contact with Europeans through involvement in the fur trade, working as guides and working with government to share their knowledge about the land and resources. They converted to Roman Catholicism and adorted some of the ways of the Europeans.
12.  How was this different from the Beothuk? 

Mi’kmaq had positive relationship with the Europeans, working together and even marrying (children of European and Mi’kmaq are known as the Labrador Metis). The Beothuk relationship was negative, violence, conflict and disease.
13.  Where do the Mi’kmaq of Newfoundland live today?

Conne River
14.  Who are the Innu of Labrador? 

An eastern branch of the Algonquin people.

15.  Describe their lifestyle and how it changed throughout the years.

They maintained a migratory lifestyle that depended greatly upon caribou for food and clothing – they were self-sufficient. The fur traders (est in mid-1800’s) greatly affected the Innu lifestyle, they began trapping and exchanged the pelts for Europeans goods – this led to the Innu not being able to obtain enough food to keep from starving, also the decline in caribou herds and competition from other trappers furthered starvation. 
16.  Where do the Inuit of Labrador live?
Along the south coast of Labrador

17.  Describe the lifestyle of the Inuit at the time.
They fished and hunted for food and materials to make things need for everyday life. In late winter and early spring they depended on food they had stored. They travelled by dog team, kayak or umiak an wore clothing made from seal skins and caribou hides. They lived in animal skin tents in the summer and sod houses in the winter. Social and economic life centered around the family.
18.  Who were the Moravians?
A European church group who established mission stations in Labrador. They came to “teach” the aboriginals their way of life encouraging the Roman Catholic religion and working in the cod fishery or fur trapping.
19.  How did contact with the Moravians affect the lives of the Inuit?

Was it overall positive or negative?

While they maintained some of their traditional culture the Moravians influenced their customs, religious practices and lifestyles - many spent holidays and special events close to or at the mission stations, they worked in the fishery or as fur traders, and they were exposed to diseases and died. 
20.  Describe the origins of the Labrador Metis.

Mixed Aboriginal and European ancestry. English, Scottish, French, Canadian and Norwegian employees of fishing and trading firms married Inuit (and Innu) wives. 
21.  How did they live?
Tended to live further south and developed their own social customs – their economic and social activity was based on Aboriginal and Europeans practices. They were not influenced by the Moravians.
22.  List three factors that contributed to the changing Inuit lifestyle.


- Moravian influence

- exposure to diseases

- overharvesting of whales by Americans and Europeans led to a decline in the fishery and a greater reliance on sealing.
