Definitions:

1. Individual Past – the past made of the major events and experiences in your life that shape you and your memories. Ex: Birthday Parties

2. Collective Past – the history of an entire race of people. Ex: History of Newfoundlanders

3. Historical Method – a series of steps used to answer questions dealing with history

i. Pose a question

ii. Collect Reliable Information

iii. Organize and Evaluate Information

iv. Interpret Information and present conclusions
4. Primary Source – is a first hand account made at the time an event occurs. Ex: Diary, Letter, Photographs, Artifacts.

5. Secondary Source – is an interpretation of an event based on information gathered from primary sources. Ex: encyclopedias, newspaper articles.
