If you have a plural noun (a person/place/thing), you usually need to make any adjectives for it plural as well. 
Usually, this just means adding an “s” to the adjective.

For example:     les maisons rouges  =  the red houses
· Here, we added   “s” to the adjective, “rouge”.   

                                        Feminine 

If you have a feminine noun, you usually need to make any adjectives for it feminine as well. 
Usually, this just means adding an “e” to the adjective. 

For example:     la grande maison =  the big house
· Here, we added   “e” to the adjective “grand”.  You could tell the noun is feminine because it has la with it.
