 Grade 7 Chapter 2 Test Review Guide

MAIN QUESTION:  What economic changes occurred when European came to North America?

The main purpose of an economic system is to answer the following questions:

· What goods and services to people need and want?

· How do they produce these goods?

· How do they distribute them?

In this chapter, we examine two pre-industrial economies:  the economy of First Nations and Inuit people, and the economy of Europeans who came to North America.

Terms to know: you have a list in your notes; they are mostly the terms in italics in your text; make sure you study the meanings and how they are used in Chapter 2.
Know: definitions and descriptions of who the Aboriginal people of Canada are,


Inuit, First Nations, and Metis

Know: simple understanding of what the traditional economy of First Nations/Inuit people was……..use your notes and the chart showing

Needs and Wants, Production, and Distribution.

Important points:  

· Aboriginal people had spiritual ties to the land and their resources/ respected the resources and used only what they needed

· Had rituals and ceremonies to show respect and give thanks

· Production was by hand using simple tools

· Everyone helped produce what they needed, and shared in the distribution. 
Read the summaries in your notes very carefully!

Why did Europeans come to North America?  Be sure you check your notes/ worksheets and study the three main reasons they left their homelands.  
Study the worksheet on Three Key Resources, outlining the role of fish, lumber, and furs in attracting Europeans to North America.

The chart comparing First Nations and Inuit and European Settlers is very important!  Be sure you know the differences and the similarities.

Also, the questions on The Impact of Contact must be studied carefully.  Be prepared to discuss empowerment/disempowerment as it applies to both the First Nations people and the European settlers. 
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Very important:  How did the Fur trade and European settlement affect the lives and lifestyles of Aboriginal people?  Be prepared to give examples.

Main reasons why the Beothuk became extinct:

1. Conflicts with Europeans killed many Beothuk; there is some evidence that they were hunted by Europeans.

2. Many died from disease; they were exposed to disease by the Europeans and the Beothuks had no resistance.  Many died.

3. They were cut off from their natural resources and therefore their way of life.  First the Europeans took over the Atlantic coast and the Beothuk moved inland, then some Mi’kmaq from other parts of the Maritimes moved in on the south coast and the west coast.  The Beothuk could not sustain their way of life.
