Grade 9: Research Project Handout

This unit will count as 10% of the final grade for this course.  This mark has been suggested by the D.O.E.

The research unit will begin mid-April and conclude at the end of May.

The research topic will be a biography on a person of the student’s choosing.  The subject must be a person (living or deceased) of fame and importance.  This person must have made a significant impact in the field of society, culture, politics/war, religion/spiritualism/mythology, science/technology, humanitarianism, or some other meaningful area of human study or endeavor.  Sports figures are not necessarily a good choice for this project unless the student is able to defend his/her decision by clearly showing that this individual has reached a level of importance that transcends sport and has gained cultural significance.

There will be a 500-word minimum.

Papers will follow the American Psychology Association (A.P.A.) style.  A handout will be made available to students, and this information is already on line on our school website under “Themes.”

Students will use a minimum of 4 different sources.  Minimums are: 1 book, 1 encyclopedia, 1 magazine, and 1 Internet.  Considering that we are a school in a rural community, we understand that sources may be limited.  If there is a problem with any one of the above sources, alternative measures may be considered in consultation with your English teacher.  However, source problems may lead to the student’s desired topic being rejected.
